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INTRODUCT { ON

The Fort Bend EMS operates six emergency medical service units
responding to emergency calls throughout the County from locations
chosen from available city and county sites (2 county, 4 city fire
stations). These locations also position the units to theoreticaltly
achieve a minimum response time to the maximum number of calls. The
result has been a significant increase in the quality of emergency
medical service throughout the county. However, this increased
quality has been accompanied by substantial operating deficits.

In November, 1990 the Fort .Bend County Commissioner's Court
authorized an eveluation of options for reducing the operating
deficit of the Fort Bend Emergency Medical Service (EMS) with a
goal of reducing the tax burden resulting from that deficit. The
following report completes the work done under that authorization.

BACKQROUND

The EMS is currently a county department reporting directly to
Commissioner's Court. The cost of operations, net of fee income, is
paid from tax revenues as part of the annual county operating
budget. In 1990, the EMS service cost the taxpayers of Fort Bend
County over $2,100,000. In an attempt to reduce this tax burden,
Commissioner's Court authorized that an evaluation be made of three
options for the EMS:

1. Continuance as a county service.

2. Conversion to a non-profit
corporation.

3, Conversion to a private enterprise
under Jicense from the county.

Nothing in my authorization required me to investigate or
offer an opinion as to the qualifications of individual employees
or methods for improving the quality of care. For that reason |
have assumed that all employees are qualified and that the service
meets a high level of operating standards. | have intentionatly
avoided, or minimized, direct contact with EMS employees to
preclude personal observations or opinions from clouding my
objectivity. However, in my letter to Commissioner 0'Shieles dated
October 15, 1990 | pointed out that “....the nature of the service
and the fact that it is currently provided by the county precludes
a "free market"”, competitive approach and requires the county to
license and regulate a single county-wide EMS regardliess of the
alternativs chosen.” That comment remains valid, therefore { have
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proceeded under the assumption that every option must include
operating standards equal or superior to those currently being met.

Ambulance services have historically been provided throughout
the United States by volunteer groups, hospitals, funeral homes,
taxi or bus services, and private ambulance companies. Each
organized through a diverse set of circumstances, but all
attempting to provide rapid transport of the sick and injured to a
medical facility for treatment. Only after the second world war,
when immediate treatment was proven to substantially reduce
fatalities from wounds have these traditional services siowly
introduced improved 1ife support treatment at the scene of an
emergency and during transport. The techniques for delivering this
emergency medical treatment have rapidly advanced in the last
fifteen years as added experience coupled with technological
advances during the viet Nam conflict have reached the local level,
These improvements have resulted 1in tremendous increases in
operating costs as the stretcher bearing ambulance of the fifties,
staffed by first-aid qualified attendants, has evolved into the
Mobile Intensive Care Units of today, staffed by certified
Paramedics and Emergency Medical Technicians.

Community pressure to improve local standards increased as
citizens became aware that these service improvements were
available, resulting in higher standards of operation and increased
operating costs which forced many traditional EMS providers out of
business. Various Texas communities have addressed this problem by
absorbing the EMS responsibilities into the role of government. In
Portland and Crockett the police department provides EMS, while in
Houston, San Angelo and Bryan the fire department does the job. In
£1 Paso and Austin, as in Fort Bend County, a third service has
been established, while Waco and Falls County utilize private
operators. Services range from basic 1ife support (BLS) through
advanced 1ife support (ALS) to Mobile Intensive Care Units (MicCU),
and costs vary significantly from one level to another due to
personnel, eguipment and supply requirements of enhanced care, Fort
Bend County provides MiCU service throughout the entire county.

One problem facing an EMS lies in the fact that it differs
from police and fire departments in that no body of state or local
law exists to support, and the courts have yet to fully define, its
role in local government. Police departments have muitiple roles
under state law in crime prevention and law enforcement. Fire
services also are charged with fire prevention and fire
suppression. The EMS provides the singular, but necessary, service
of initial medical treatment and transport. Preventative health
matters are addressed through the state health department, and a
state-wide system of medical facilities with physician/paramedical
support. Therefore, economies of utilization are difficult to
achieve, and EMS costs should only be justified by the number,
nature and quality of medical responses. Efforts to involve the EMS

9
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in preventative health work have 1ittle if any marginal value as
they duplicate other publicly-funded services.

Another problem is created for the majority of citizens when
government sponsored EMS operate at a deficit. Government agencies
generally lack the resources to efficiently collect fees in the
open market. To compensate for this inefficiency state law usually
gives extraordinary powers to governments to collect taxes and
service charges. For instance, unpaid taxes are subject to tax
liens on the taxed property and substantial penalties, unpaid water
bills result in termination of service and substantial penalties,
failure to pay vehicle taxes resuits in removal of the vehicle from
the road and substantial fines and penalties. However, these powers
do not exist for EMS service charges which must be pursued using
normal commercial collection techniques.

Most citizens carry health insurance which covers emergency
medical services, in some cases at 100%, in others at 80%. The
deficits resulting from low service rates and failure to collect
result in the average taxpayer paying twice for the service - once
in their health insurance premium and again when taxes are used to
cover the deficit.

i1t is obvious that a business that collects $24.95 of income
for every $342 1in expenses is destined to fail. However, when
government 1is involved, these shortfalls are covered by tax
revenue. fn 1990, taxpayers paid $2,100,000 to cover the deficit,
and in 1989 taxpayers paid $2,017,000.
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With these factors in mind the options can now be reviewed.

OPTION 1

CONTINUANCE AS A COUNTY DEPARTMENT

The most obvious option is to continue as we are with the EMS
remaining a department of the County reporting to Commissioner's
Court. The current EMS exists and has a reputation for guality, but
it is a profit-center forced to operate within a bureaucracy.
Control is further complicated by the fact that, unlike the
Sheriff, District Attorney, Clerk, Treasurer or Judges, the EMS
Director does not face the electorate, but reports to a
Commissioner's Court comprised of individuals who are elected to
office and who, as such, are responsible to the electorate for a
multitude of other tasks. Therefore, management is done by
committee rather than executive order, and the committee has
neither the time nor the expertise to carry out the management
function, while the EMS director is encumbered by lack of
legislative authority or elective mandate te perform as an
executive.

The EMS is a multi-million dollar enterprise deserving of
fuli-time executive control. Transferring executive responsibility
directly to an individual member of the County Court would increase
efficiency, but would greatly increase the workload on the
individual assuming that responsibility, certainly to the detriment
of the other tasks that member is required by law to perform.
Therefore, Its doubtful that anyone would volunteer for that
additional responsibility. Increasing the authority and scope of
responsibility of the EMS Director, if achievable, would also
increase efficiency. But, this would be difficult to actually
accomplish as Commissioner's Court would continue to be responsible
to the electorate and could not delegate that responsibility.

It is highly unlikely that any reassignment of responsibility
would improve the long-term operation of the EMS due to the fact
that true efficiency 1in a marketplace environment requires a
profit-center approach which merges marketing, capitalization and
operations strategies into an effective whole. While individuals
within the county might possess the expertise to accomplish that
task, the entire governmental system of fixed-budget controls and
fund accounting management would work against them.
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OPTION 2

CONVERSION_TO A NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATION

This option provides only one distinct advantage over the
present organizational structure in that a non-profit corporation
would place a Board of Directors between the Commissicner’s Court
and the EMS, Assuming that experienced, public-spirited directors
could be found, that board would certainly improve the oversight
review of EMS operations. However, it is doubtful that a non-profit
corporation could raise sufficient capital tc remove the county
from the budget process, and the lack of independent capital would
significantly restrict its ability to initiate innovative marketing
and operations tactics.

Non-profit corporations do have an important role to play in
helping the county plan and execute capital intensive improvements
to infrastructure such as major drainage and transportation
projects. The work of appointed directors in coordinating inter-
agency planning and financing efforts does improve the process and
reduce the workload on Commissioner's Court., But, the EMS is a
service organization providing critical services twenty-fours a
day. A non-profit organization could only be successful if it
controlled the financial and operational aspects of the EMS.
Without third-party financing, no substantive changes in operations
could be attempted without exposing the county to a significant
downside risk. For that reason, | believe a non-profit organization
is unfeasible.

CONVERSION TO A PRIVATE ENTERPRISE UNDER L iCENSE FROM THE COUNTY

Converting the EMS service to private operation offers an
opportunity to move the marketing, capitalization and operations
activities from the government sector to the private sector while
retaining county control over standards of operation and service
rates. Such a move should elevate the Average Patient Charge (APC)
to market levels. Most of the increase resulting would be absorbed
by insurance now carried by most residents, while protection for
the elderly and indigent can be written into a contract. Further
mitigation of the increase in APC can be accomplished by paying a
fixed subsidy to the contractor. The APC can be calculated using
the formula:

The degree of exclusivity within the EMS service area, plus
environmental risks, the industrial/residential mix, age and
population density are typical factors affecting the number of
transports. The impact of these factors on APC can be reduced by a
subsidy when calculating total revenue.

Performance standards and the cost of capital and operations
to meet those standards determine operating cost. However, private
operators have the capability to bring sophisticated modeling teo
bear to determine the most cost-effective means of meeting
standards, and they have proven capability in marketing cost-
reduction (subscription) plans to consumers. The first Jlowers
operating costs while the second enhances total revenue. B8oth
lessen the dependency on average patient charges and subsidies in
meeting the required level of operating income.

There are several regional firms specializing 1in providing
municipal! EMS which have the rescurces to provide, and are now
providing, these services to Fort Worth, Pasadena, Borger , Pampa,
MclLennan County (Wacc) and Howard County (Big Spring) among others.
Among them are American Medical Transport (AMT), a division of
Rural/Metro Corporation with regional offices in Pasadena, Texas;
Physicians and Surgecons Ambulance of Texas !nc., a subsidiary of
Physicians and Surgeons Ambulance Service, Inc.; and MedStar, iInc.
of Fort worth. Each of thess firms has the financial and management
capability to submit a proposal toc provide Mobile Intensive Care
Service to Fort Bend County on a year-round, 24 hour basis.

Waco and sevan other cities within Mclennan County have
contracted with a private operator to provide MICU services equal
to those provided by Fort Bend EMS. The following is a comparisoen
of costs to the government sponsor for 1889 and 1990:

The $150,000 paid in McLennan County is a fixed subsidy paid
in twelve equal installments. A1l other costs are borne by the
private EMS operator. That firm aggressively markets a subscriber
program to residents. This subscriber program caps the annual EMS
costs for a family at $49. The combination of subsidy, cost
containment and subscriber preogram act to keep the APC
significantly below the $598 cost paid by the tax payers in Fort
Bend in 1990. The base MICU service charge in the eight cities
within McLennan County is $225.00 plus $5.00 per loaded patient
mile plus expendable supplies and medications. The base BLS service
charge is 175.00 plus $5.00 per loaded patient mile plus expendable
supplies. _ .

Applying the Mclennan County subsidy rate to Fort Bend County
would predict a cost to the county of $39.59 per transpert for
1990, or a cost reduction of $558.61 (93.3%). While applying the
McLennan County service charges would predict a typical APC for
MICU patients of $375.00 per transport in 1990, some $223.20 less
than the cost being paid by Fort Bend County taxpayers per
transport, well within insurance 1imits for services of this type.

At a subsidy level of $150,000 the county would have saved
2,116,000 in 1980, or approximately $.026 of the tax rate. At a
subsidy level of $300,000 the savings would have been $1,966,000,
or approximately $.024 of the tax rate.

RECOMMENDAT [ ONS

Based on the results of this investigationr, it is recommended
that the Commissioner's Court consider the following action:

1. Immediately increase the service fee from the present
$60 to $150, also adding $5.00 per patient transport
mile plus expendable supplies and medications at cost.
Even at 50X collections this should bring an additional
$496,000 in revenues.
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2. Establish a goal of at least 63% collections of
receivables. This is the national average for hospital
collections and should be a reasonable target. The 13%
increase in collections would provide another $172,120.

However, even if the rates are raised and the collections
improve to 63%, the EMS will continue to operate at a deficit in
excess of $1,000,000. Therefore, it is further recommended that:

Commissioner’'s Court immediately undertake to develep

a Request for Proposals (RFP) for circulation throughout
the industry with the intent of contracting emergency
medical services with a private company.

The RFP should provide precise specifications for the service,
and should include safeguards for elderly and indigent patients. It
should encourage subscription programs as a means of lowering
overall costs and should offer subsidies of $150,000 to $300,000.
It should offer exclusive 9-1-1 participation and exclusive
dispatching and referrals on the part of all county and city
governments when service is requested outside the 9-1-1 system.

The court should also include retention of the EMS Director’s
position in the future cost, as the county will need a professional
on staff, in addition to the medical director, to administer the
contract, investigate complaints, work with the contractor to
improve service and generally promote good public relations for the
county. The cost of a medical director can be passed to the
contractor, but the EMS Director must be county controlled and
funded to avoid conflicts of interest.

The RFP would be guite complicated, but several models exist
to draw from and the county has first-hand knowledge of the
equipment, materials, professional qualtifications and medications
required for the service. In no event is it recommended that the
county consider any level of service below the MiCU level currently
provided.

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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF
FORT BEND COUNTY HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION

We, the undersigned natural persons, each of whom is at least
eighteen (18) years of age, a citizen of the State of Texas, and
a resident of Fort Bend County, Texas acting as incorporators of
a corporation under the Texas Housing Finance Corporations Act, as
amended, Chapter 394, Texas Local Government Code, do hereby adopt
the following Articles of Incorporation for such Corporation:

ARTICLE I

The name of the Corporation is FORT BEND COUNTY HOUSING
FINANCE CORPORATION.

ARTICLE II

The Corporation is a public nonprofit corporation.
ARTICLE III

The duration of the Corporation shall be perpetual.
ARTICLE IV

The Corporation is organized solely to carry out the purposes
of the Texas Housing Finance Corporations Act and shall have and
possess all powers enumerated in such Act, except that the
Corporation shall not have the power to make home mortgages or to
make loans to lending institutions for the purpose of making home
mortgages or to make loans on residential developments.

ARTICLE V
The Corporation shall have no members.
ARTICLE VI

All powers of the Corporation shall be vested in a Board of
Directors consisting of five (5) persons, each of whom shall be
appointed by written resolution of the governing body of Fort Bend
County, Texas, and each of whom shall be a resident of such county.
Each initial director named in Article VvIII hereof, and each
subsequent director, shall serve for a term of two (2) years or
until his or her successor is elected or appointed by the governing
body of Fort Bend County, Texas and has qualified; provided,
however, that any director may be removed from office at any time,
with or without cause, by written resolution of the governing body
of Fort Bend County, Texas.
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(Any change in the number of directors may be made only by
amendment to these Articles of Incorporation. ]

All other matters pertaining to the internal affairs of the
Corporation shall be governed by the bylaws of the Corporation, so
long as such bylaws are not inconsistent with these Articles of
Incorporation, the Texas Housing Finance Corporations Act, or any
other law of the State of Texas.

ARTICLE VII

The street address of the initial registered office of the
Corporation is Fort Bend County Courthouse, 400 Jackson, Richmond,
Texas 77469, and the name of its initial registered agent at such
address is _Judge Roy Cordes, Jr. .

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BYLAWS OF
FORT BEND COUNTY HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION

ARTICLE I
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. pPowers umber and Term of Office. All powers of
the Corporation shall be vested in a Board of Directors consisting
of five (5) persons, each of whom shall be appointed and hold
office according to the provisions of Article VI of the Articles
of Incorporation.

Meetings of Directors. The Board of Directors nay

hold its meetings at such place or places in the State of Texas as
the Board of Directors may from time to time determine; provided,
however, in the absence of any such determination by the Board of
Directors, the meetings shall be held at the registered office of
the Corporation in the State of Texas.

Section 3. Reqular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Board

of Directors may be held, without the necessity for advance notice,
at such times and places as shall be designated from time to time
by resolution of the Board of Directors.

Section 4. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board
of Directors shall be held whenever called by the president, by the

secretary, by a majority of the directors for the time being in
office, or upon advice or request by the Commissioners court of
Fort Bend County, Texas (the "County").

The secretary shall give notice of each special meeting to
each director in person or by maijl, telephone, or telegraph, at
least two (2) hours before the meeting. Unless otherwise indicated
in the notice thereof, any and all matters pertaining to the
purposes of the Corporation may be considered and acted upon at a
special meeting. At any meeting at which every director shaill be
present, even though without any notice, any matter pertaining to
the purpose of the Corporation may be considered and acted upon.

The act of a majority of the directors present at a
meeting at which a quorum is  in attendance shall constitute the
act of the Board of Directors, unless the act of a greater number
is required by law.

Section 6. Copduct of Business. At the meetings of the Board
of Directors, matters pertaining to the purposes of the Corporation
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shall be considered in such order as from time to time the Board
of Directors may determine..

At all meetings of the Board of Directors, the president shall
Preside, and in the absence of the president, the vice-president
shall exercise the powers of the president.

The secretary of the Corporation shall act as secretary of
all meetings of the Board of Directors, but in the absence of the
secretary, the presiding officer may appoint any person to act ag
secretary of the meeting. .

. - The Board of Directors, by
resolution passed by a majority of the directors in office, may
designate two or more directors to constitute an executive
committee, which committee, to the extent provided in such
resolution, shall have and may exercise all of the authority of
the Board of Directors in the management of the Corporation, except
vliere action of the Board of Directors is specified by law. The
executive committee shall act: in the manner provided in such
resolution. The executive committee so designated shall keep
regular minutes of the transactions of its meetings, shall cause

. such minutes to be recorded in books kept for that purpose in the

! office of the Corporation, and shall report the same to the Board

- of Directors from time to time.

. satj irec g. Directors shall not
receive any salary or compensation for their services, except that
they shall be reimbursed for their actual expenses incurred in the
performance of their duties hereunder up to an amount of $ 100,00
per meeting attended by the Director.

ARTICLE II
OFFICERS

. i s + The officers of the
Corporation shall be a president, a vice president, a secretary
and a treasurer, and such other officers as the Board of Directors
may from time to time elect or appoint. One person may hold more
than one office, except that the president shall not hold the
office of secretary. Terms of office shall not exceed 2 years.

All officers shall be subject to removal from office, with or
without cause, at any time, by a vote of a majority of the whole
Board of Directors.

A vacancy in the office of any officer shall be filled by a
vote of a majority of the directors.




. o res . The president
shall be the chief executive officer of the Corporation and,
subject to the Board of Directors, he shall be in general charge
of the properties and affairs of the Corporation; he shall preside
at all meetings of the Board of Directors: in furtherance of the
purposes of this Corporation, he may sign and execute all bonds,
deeds, conveyances, franchises, assignments, mortgages, notes,
contracts and other obligations in the name of the Corporation.

. VYice President. The vice president shall have
such powers and duties as may be assigned to him by the Board of
Directors and shall exercise the powers of the president during
that officer's absence or inability to act. Any action taken by
a vice president in the performance of the duties of the president
shall be conclusive evidence of the absence or inability to act of
the president at the time such action was taken.

- Ireasurer. The treasurer shaill have custody of
all the funds and securities of the Corporation which come into his
hands. When necessary or proper, he may endorse for collection,
on behalf of the Corporation, checks, notes and other obligations
and shall deposit the same to the credit of the Corporation in such
bank or banks or depositories as shall be designated in the manner
prescribed by the Board of Directors; he may sign all receipts and
vouchers for payments made to the Corporation, either alone or
jointly with such other officers as may be designated by the Board
of Directors; whenever required by the Board of Directors, he shall
render a statement of his cash accounts; he shall enter or cause
to be entered regularly in the books of the Corporation to be kept
by him for that purpose full and accurate accounts of all monies
received and paid out on account of the Corporation; he shall
perform all acts incident to the position of treasurer, subject to
the control of the Board of Directors; and he shall, if required
by the Board of Directors, ~give such bond for the faithful
discharge of his duties as the Board of Directors may require.

3. Secretary. The secretary shall keep the minutes
of all meetings of the Board of Directors in books provided for
that purpose; he shall attend to the giving and serving of all
notices; in furtherance of the purposes of this Corporation, he may
sign with the president in the name of the Corporation and/or
attest the signature thereto, all contracts, conveyances, fran-
chises, bonds, deeds, assignments, mortgages, notes and other
instruments of the Corporation; he shall have charge of the
corporate books, records, documents, and instruments, except the
books of account and financial records and securities of which the
treasurer shall have custody and charge, and such other books and
papers as the Board of Directors may direct, all of which shall at
all reasonable times be open to inspection upon application at the
office of the Corporation during normal. business hours; and he
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shall, in general, perform all duties incident to the office of
secretary, subject to the control of the Board of Directors.

. . Officers shall not receive any

PROVISIONS REGARDING ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

Section 1. Effective Date. These Bylaws shall become
effective upon their adoption by the Board of Directors of the
Corporation.

Bylaws. The Articles of Incorporation may at any time and from
time to time be amended, provided that the Board of Directors files
with the Commissioners Court of the County under whose auspices the

Incorporation, specifying in such application the amendwment or
amendments proposed to be made. If the Commissioners Court by

“ appropriate resolution finds and determines that it is wise,
expedient, necessary, or advisable that the proposed amendment be
made, authorizes the same to be made and approves the form of the
proposed amendment, the Board of Directors shall proceed to amend
the articles as provided in the Act.

The Articles of Incorporation may also be amended at any time
at the sole discretion of the Commissioners Court of the County
under whose auspices the Corporation was created by adopting an
amendment to the Articles of Incorporation of the Corporation by
resolution of the Commissioners Court and delivering the articles
of amendment to the Secretary of State as provided in the Act.

The Bylaws may be amended by majority vote of the Board of

3. Interpretation of Bylaws.’ These Bylaws and all
the terms and provisions hereof shall be liberally construed to
effectuate the purposes set forth herein. If any word, phrase,
clause, sentence, paragraph, section or other part of these Bylaws,
or the application thereof to any person or circumstance, shall
ever be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of
competent jurisdiction, the remainder of these Bylaws and the
application of such word, phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph,
gsection or other part of these Bylaws to any other person or
circumstances shall not be affected thereby.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1. a + The principal office of the
Corporation shall be located in Richmond, Texas.

The Corporation shall have and continuously maintain in the
State of Texas a registered office, and a registered agent whose
business office is identical with such registered office, as
required by the Act. The registered office may be, but need not
be, identical with the principal office in the State of Texas, and
the address of the registered office may be changed from time to
time by the Board of Directors, pursuant to the requirements of the
Act. :

shall be as determined by resolution of the Board of Directors.

Section 3. Seal. The seal of the Corporation shall be asg
determined by the Board of Directors.

- Notice and Waiver of Notice. Whenever any notice
quired to be given under the provisions of the Act,
the Articles of Incorporation or these Bylaws, said notice shall
be deemed to be sufficient if given by depositing the same in a
post office box in a sealed postpaid wrapper addressed to the
person entitled thereto at his post office address, as it appears
on the books of the Corporation, and such notice shall be deemed
to have been given on the day of such mailing. Attendance of a
director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such
meeting, except where a director attends a meeting for the express
purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business on the
ground that the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.
Neither the business to be transacted nor the purpose of any
regular or special meeting of the Board of Directors need be
specified in the notice or waiver of notice of such meeting, unless
required by the Board of Directors. A waiver of notice in writing,
signed by the person or persons entitled to said notice, whether
before or after the time stated therein, shall be deemed equivalent
to the giving of such notice.

- Resignatjons. Any director or officer may resign
at any time. Such resignations shall be made in writing and shall

take effect at the time specified therein, or, if no time be
specified, at the time of its receipt by the president or secre-
tary. The acceptance of a resignation shall not be necessary to
make it effective, unless expressly so provided in the resignation.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, a director's resignation shall not
